Requirements of the Psychology Major/Minor

The psychology major requires a total of 35 semester hours. Courses are divided into 3 categories:
required courses, core courses, and electives. Required courses include 15 semester hours that must be
taken in sequence (101, 201/202, and 420), as well as PSYCH 415 sometime in the junior or senior year.
Majors are also expected to complete 12 semester hours in core courses. This requires majors to complete
four courses from the following list, including at least two from the 300 level (231, 233, 235, 237, 239,
241, 243, 302, 303, 315, 318, 320, 325, 327, 335, 340). Finally, majors are expected to complete 6
semester hours of electives, including at least one 300 level course. Elective courses are any of the
following (250, 251, 282, 290, 345, 350, 351, 352) or any core course after the core course requirement is

completed.
